Competition Rounds: 
The competition will consist of three rounds: 

A) Pre-selection by unedited video 

Repertoire: 
A) For the unedited video round: 

     1) Heitor Villa-Lobos Prelude #5 

     2) A free-choice piece of contrasting style 

B) For the semi-final round: 

     1) The two pieces of the video round 

     2) Two free-choice works of contrasting styles and historical  

         periods 

C) For the final round: 

A free-choice program of no less than 15 nor more than 20 minutes duration.  

None of the works performed in the previous rounds may be included. 

Location and Date of Semi-Final & Final Rounds: 

Both rounds will take place on March 12, 2011 on the Colorado School of 

Mines campus at the Liberal Arts, International Studies, and Music Building on 

19th Street and 6th Avenue in Golden, Colorado starting at 1:00 PM. Admission 

is free and open to the general public. 

Eligibility for the Candidates: 

A) Be 35 years old or younger by March 12, 2011 

B) Open to Colorado guitarists: 

     - Colorado born, or 

     - Studying in a Colorado institution, or 

     - Colorado resident 

C) Participants should not have performed as featured artists in the DCGS  

concert series, nor be performers with established concert carriers.
